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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Facilitator Carol Carriuolo opened the meeting by welcoming members and introducing the first task of the day.  Members were assigned tables with representatives from both groups and given a chart to identify indicators of success in a number of areas designed to capture desired outcomes and to share amongst the groups what each has been doing.

The report out by tables identified a number of success indicators including:

· We will know we have been successful when youth are able to move into the work force. 

· There would not be anyone falling through the cracks and communication between all parties.

· A better data system because it is hard to keep track when we don't know who they are or where they are.

· Students would be able to earn partial credits for course work 

· Availability of a statewide diploma that would count as much as a local diploma

· Rates of participation in higher education would be higher

· Better collaboration regarding employment for youth with disabilities

Susan Lieberman, Task Force Co-Chair, reported on the work to date by the Policy Work Group and outlined for all members what the immediate work plan entailed including the development of needs statements.  By way of update she shared that the Work Group is looking at what exists, what is missing, what should be shared and strategies. Some of the data collected was shared with the legislative group and she noted that it is reflected on the legislative work group’s fact sheet. 

Debbie Gilmer, Faciliator from the Maine Support Network shared that Shelley was out of state at a conference and that she would be pinch hitting today.  She provided an update of the work of the Legislative Work Group, the status of the bill and the plan for the day. She invited the Policy Group to provide us with feedback on the most recent version of the “campaign” powerpoint over lunch.

Following the reports from the Work Groups, members broke into their respective work groups and spent the remainder of the day working on their assigned tasks.
