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Challenges Identified by Policy Sub-Group

Below are the challenges related to preventing disengagement, intervening when youth are at risk of disengaging, and/or re-engaging disengaged youth as identified by the Policy Sub-group.

Challenge A: Maine has a limited capacity to identify and track youth at risk.

Challenge B:  Current data systems are not integrated across departments.

Challenge C:  Statutes, regulations, and policies that govern existing agencies and programs are often unclear, not well articulated among agencies, and require greater accountability. 

Challenge D:  There is an inequitable access to educational options for youth across the state.

Challenge E: The number of children and youth who experience disruption in their educational programs is increasing. 
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Challenge F: Better utilize business and community resources. 

Challenge G: There is an inconsistent utilization of integrated team approaches for students experiencing disruption that includes community agencies, family members and school staff.
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
