Summary of Changes for LD 1860

The intent of the Governor’s Task Force is to meet the needs of students experiencing educational disruption by establishing a process that will meet their short-term and long-term needs for having their academic work recognized, while -- at the same time -- creating a workable and manageable process for adults who are carrying it out.  To that end, we have attempted to adjust language of LD 1860 to clarify the specific students, schools and educational programs, and processes for which the bill was intended.
Language adjustments are in Subchapter 5:

Section 5161, “Definitions”:
1. Added definition for “Interim Placement”

2. Changed “School Completion Plan” to “School Work Recognition Plan” separating out elementary and secondary students and what needs to be accomplished for different age levels, and clarified local decision capacity regarding local and Department of Education diploma, adjusted the process for manageability.

3. Explained “compiled evidence” in the Statewide Review Team and created report back loop to the schools.

Section 5162 , “School Work Recognition Process”:
4. Changed “School Completion Plan” to “School Work Recognition Plan”


5. Simplified the process of creating an agreement through alternative forms of meeting with email and  teleconference communication


6. Identified Juvenile Justice Corrections Officers and Case Managers  as potential aids to the process, maintained prompt educational records transfer and curricular assignment availability to Interim Placement.
