Carol Carriuolo, Facilitator, opened the meeting by welcoming members and having new members introduce themselves.  She reviewed the working agreements and discussed the purpose of the parking lot.  

Shelley Reed introduced the morning’s first guest speaker, Susan Johnson from the Maine Department of Education.  Her presentation was passed out to members and faxed to Janie in Machias.  Following Susan’s presentation on her work related to preparing Maine students for college, diplomas and high school reform, she responded to a number of questions from Task Force members.

Following Susan’s presentation, Susan Lieberman introduced Craig Larrabee from Jobs for Maine Graduates.  Craig provided a presentation (handouts were provided) on the JMG program, transition and some of the research that they have conducted.  Craig responded to questions from members following his presentation.

Shelley provided an update on the legislation, including it’s title ("An Act to engage Maine's youth in successful school completion").  She outlined the plan for the work to be done by the legislative work group today.

Susan provided an update on the work of the strategies work group and their plans.  She announced that they would be meeting with a representative from the PreK-16 Task Force after lunch.

The groups then broke for lunch and following lunch heard from a mom and her daughter about their experience with “school disruption.”  Pam Flood facilitated the conversation and questions from the participants.
