Scope of Work

        Keeping Maine’s Youth Engaged is intended to provide a process to dynamically support the engagement of all youth in their education and at home, work and in their communities.  Keeping Maine’s Youth Engaged provides a process through which youth and their families, educators, state department liaisons, community leaders and organizations may partner to articulate a specific plan, such as the School Completion Plan (corresponding to the legislation), and procedures to assure all Maine youth receive the individualized supports necessary for engagement. 
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A dynamic and integrated process to engage youth and the adults who serve them is a prerequisite to addressing the challenges associated with youth who experience educational disruptions.  Maine is committed to ensuring all Maine youth are actively engaged in future planning, education, employment, and communities to ensure the state can address the challenges of a new century and continue to prepare for a healthy and secure future for all Maine citizens.
